Preparation

As Jesus and His disciples travelled along they came to a little village called Bethany (about 2 miles from Jerusalem).  A woman called Martha welcomed Jesus into her home.  She worked very hard for Jesus and the disciples, providing water for them to wash in and preparing a lovely meal for their supper.  As Martha worked, Jesus sat down and talked.  
Martha had a sister called Mary.  As Jesus was talking, Mary sat down at his feet and listened very carefully to what He was saying.  Martha saw Mary listening to Jesus.  She was working very hard and was upset that Mary didn’t notice and offer to help.  She came to Jesus and asked, “Lord, don’t you care that my sister has left me to do all the work by myself?  Tell her to help me!”

“Martha, Martha,” Jesus answered, “you are worried and upset about many things, but only one thing is needed.  Mary has chosen what is better and it will not be taken away from her.”

Mary was not being lazy or trying to get out of doing the work, she had decided to spend her time listening to Jesus rather than worrying about the food and the house and all the jobs that needed to be done.

This story isn’t an excuse for us to get out of doing our jobs, but it is there to teach us that spending time with Jesus is the most important thing we can do in our lives.  It’s something we mustn’t neglect, or be too busy for.
Learning Points 

· Mary had chosen to spend time listening to Jesus rather than worrying about all the jobs that needed doing,
· We must remember to make time to spend with Jesus, praying, reading our Bibles, or just thinking about how wonderful He is.

Discoverers 1

This is a straightforward simple story with a clear message.  Make sure the children understand how they can spend time with Jesus.
Discoverers 2

Activity.

DWK 102:1  Make the clocks using the paper plates and colour the words ‘Don’t be too busy for Jesus’.

Activity.

Make the clocks using the clock motors and card.  The wording on the clock face will say, ‘Spend time with Jesus every day.’  Provide each child with a battery and help the children to set the clocks before they leave.
Talk time.

· Discuss with the children the importance of spending some time daily with Jesus, reading from the Bible, praying, and praising Him.  Talk about ‘quiet times’ and how there are little books they can buy to help them read their Bible and pray each day.  If any of the children can recommend something they use, perhaps they can agree to bring it in next week.  If you have time pop into Branchlines and ask if you can borrow some sample quiet time books to show the children.
