           
Week 2 – The Fall – Genesis 2:15-18 and 3:1-24

Preparation

To begin with Adam and Eve were at ease with each other.  They had been given clear instructions not to eat from the Tree of the Knowledge of Good and Evil.

Then along came the serpent and tempted Eve in three ways. Firstly, he questioned what God had said, ‘Did God really say?’ (3:1).  He then called God a liar (3:4).  Finally, he encouraged Eve to doubt God’s goodness (3:5).  She had to set the enticing fruit, the desire to have knowledge like God Himself, against God’s plain command.  Her decision was deliberate and Adam soon joined her.  Man chose to disobey God, reject His authority and go his own way.  Because of sin, access to the tree of life was now denied them.  They left the garden and there was no return.  Spiritual death was immediate and physical death followed on in the course of time.  Yet God continued to care for them and clothed them before they went. (3:21)

Learning Points

· Sin came in to the world when Adam and Eve disobeyed God.

· The consequence was separation from God and ultimately death.

· The only way back to God is through Jesus.

Ask the children ‘Is the world still perfect today?’  Why not?  Because we have spoilt it.  Today we are going to learn about how Adam and Eve spoilt what God had made for them.
