GOD KEEPS HIS PROMISE [Genesis 18:1-15 and 21:1-6]

Series:


Abraham and his Faith
Application:

Nothing is impossible for God, have Faith in Him.
Memory Verse:
“The righteous will live by faith.” Romans 1:17 (from Habakkuk 2:4).
Preparation Notes
Three men appeared to Abraham while he was sitting outside his tent.  The text suggests that two of them were angels and the third was the Lord himself.  
Abraham was hospitable as was the custom amongst the people of that time.  He ran to meet them, begged them to accept rest and food, and then waited on them until they had finished.  

Still not revealing to Abraham who he was, the Lord then told Abraham that he would return at the same time next year and that Sarah would by this time have a son.  Sarah, who heard Him from the tent, laughed in disbelief as she was far too old to have children.  (Sarah was 99 and Abraham was100!).  When questioned she denied laughing, but God reassured Abraham that nothing was too hard for the Lord.

Sure enough, Sarah became pregnant and had a son Isaac as promised.  He was circumcised at eight days old as God had commanded.  This time Sarah laughed with joy.

Learning Points

· God kept His promise to Abraham and Sarah by giving them their son Isaac

· Nothing is too hard for the Lord.

Discoverers 1

Think of some scenarios, some quite possible and some so far-fetched that they would seem impossible.  Get the children to put their hands up and vote on whether the situations are possible or impossible.  Explain that nothing is impossible for God.

Discoverers 2

Bible Bit.

Ask for volunteers to be Abraham and Sarah.  Dress them up as really old people (Shawl, grey wig, knitting etc for Sarah; cardigan, flat cap, walking stick etc. for Abraham)  Ask them to imagine old people like this having a baby, and as you tell the story reinforce that this really was an impossible situation.  

Activity.

 Memory verse game using  DWK6:2.  If you have spare time when this is finished, you could play some other party games such as ‘Cat and Mouse’ but try to wind the children down with something like ‘Sleeping Lions’ before they go home! 

Discoverers 3

Bible Bit.

Have a bowl of warm water and a towel ready, also some bread and a glass of milk.  As you tell the story, have a volunteer take of their shoes and socks and wash their feet and feed them.  Spend some time explaining how old Sarah and Abraham were and how impossible it would have seemed to them to have a baby.

Activity.

Design and colour the family tree pictures DWK6:1.  The group can write the names in up to Isaac, and as the weeks go on, other names can be added as they learn about them.  Display the family trees on the wall.

Talk time.

· Think about how Abraham treated his visitors.  Do we treat people who we don’t know as well as that?

· How does knowing that God can do absolutely anything reassure us when we have problems of our own?
